Along about the time you receive this newsletter we may all be a bit cranky trying to stick to our individual
Lenten disciplines. Whether you have chosen, during this wilderness period, to give up something (s) or to
take on new ways of living your day to day life, when temptations come to ditch the disciplines, remember
the four things Jesus did in the face of temptation. First, Jesus recognized each temptation for what it really
was—a temptation to let something or someone replace God’s love, love of neighbor and love of self. Jesus
didn’t blame the tempter or minimize the reality of the temptation. He owned it. Secondly, Jesus acted
quickly in the face of temptation. Letting temptation to do less than love God, love one’s neighbor and love
one’s self roll around in your mind and heart often leads us to weaken. Jesus dealt swiftly with temptation,
making the loving choice right away rather than entertaining the alternative. Thirdly, Jesus realized that he
was not alone in temptation, but that all of God’s children face the choice to follow God’s way or our own way
or the way of the world every day all day long. Jesus, | believe, took comfort in the realization that he was not
alone in this work. Finally, Jesus recognized the gift of the wilderness which God provided for him and pro-
vides for us. He recognized that God sent angels to minister to him. Our angels don’t usually have wings.
The look amazingly like the people all around us. Before you ditch your disciplines, look for the angles who
will minister to you.
